Women avbdanguishing on the fringes and
borders of life who have not had the freedom nerghcouragement to embrace or even
acknowledge their personhood—women who are oftesidered least. We do not even
know their names—»but you, O Lord, know our sheepdye. You hear their cries, you
know their suffering, nothing is hidden from yodelp us Lord to regard their plight—to
see them so that they are no longer invisible éwtbrld.

Tonight as representatives of all women who arensled we seek healing and peace.
We desire your healing touch. Draw near to us. S{Mi peace and love and joy to our
hearts. Cradle us in your arms and let us weepuaublinding tears. And teach us—
your daughters—to see, to hear, to be your instntsrfer healing and justice. Give us
courage. Help us to honor all those tonight wlamdtagainst violence and help us take
our stand among them. We pray tonight in the nahdesus by whose wounds we are
healed. Amen
